YEAR 2009

CONSOLIDATION OF A CORRECT POLICY

The year of 2009 was one of the greatest year in terms of
donation and transplant in our country, once the goal of 8,5
deceased donor per million of the population (pmp) of 4,000
kidney transplants and 1,300 live transplants were overcome.
We ended up the year 2009 having 1,658 donors (8.7pmp)
and 4,259 kidney transplants and 1322 liver transplants.
These are the best results ever we could get in our country,
and it can enable us to foresee we can reach in 2019 our main
target of 10 donors pmp, 4,800 kidney transplants and 1,500
liver transplants, once we keep all the determination and
department envolved.

We got a growth of 26% in our donation rate, due to a raise
of 16% in our deceased transplant, that was 22% and
became 25,5% (although our main goal we 40% and a raise
of 8% in our notification rate, that was 32,56 pmp and became
34,2pmp (still far from our foresee target that was 50
notification to 2017)

Related to the donation rate in our states, we could observe
two different situations that should (be better analysed),
states over populated, but with a low donation rate and the
rate of the state in the north part of Brazil. The first situation
happens in Minas Gerais (7.4 pmp), Rio de Janeiro(4.4 pmp)
and Bahia (3.8pmp) that together makes owns 25% of the
population in Brazil. If theses states were able to get the rate
of the country (8.7 pmp), we would have 9.6 pmp that would be
close to our target for 2010 (10 pmp). What should be done is
spend most of our attention to these states that would be a
great strategy for this year.

The second situation and surely the most tragic one is in the
north part of Brazil. Its seven states makes 40% of our national
territory, 8,1% of the population and a low rate of donation
(1pmp). Only Acre and Para use deceased donors, that really
show us a great necessity to develop some projects that could
motivate donation and transplants mainly in that region, even
working as a humanitarian strategy.

One of the fact that we can celebrate is that only in 4 states
the level of donation rate went down (MG, RJ, RN and RS) and
one (AL) the level remained the same, in others 16 states and
in DF the level improved highlighting Santa Catarina that got
close to 20 donors pmp (19,8pmp).

The kidney transplants showed a growth of 12% taking
deceased donors into consideration that increased 24,2%
while the kidney transplants taking living donors decreased
2,4% this decreasing rate represents 10,7% of living donors
that was form through 6,9% to 6,3%. For the first time 60%
of kidney transplants were taken from deceased donors. As in

the past few years the rate of satisfactory kidney transplants
of deceased donors was 80%. In Sdo Paulo (42.8 pmp) and
Santa Catarina (42.5 pmp) overcoming 40 kidney transplants
made this year.

The liver transplants grew 12,4% taking into consideration
deceased donors that increased 14% although the number of
transplants with living donors remained the same, for the first
time in the past 9 years the rate remained under 10% (9,2%).
There was a failure in the satisfactory rate of liver transplants
that was through 84% in 2008 to 72% in 2009. Santa
Catarina (16.2 pmp) and S&o Paulo (16.2 pmp) that had an
upper tax (rate) of 15 liver transplants pmp.

The number of heart transplants remained the same with a
low rate in term of transplants in our country (1.1pmp). the
satisfactory heart transplants failed 15% in 2008 to 12%
this year.

Only Ceara (3pmp) and Distrito Federal (2,9pmp) made more
then 2,6 heart transplants pmp. Lungs transplants showed us
an increase of 11%, however, this rate is very low, only 59
transplants in 2009 (0.3pmp). The satisfactory lungs
transplants was only 4% and only Rio Grande do Sul (3.7pmp)
made more than one transplants pmp.

Pancreas Transplants is showing a smoth failure since 2004
having 8,1% rate this year. The satisfactory pancreas
transplants failed through 13% in 2008 to 10% donors in
2009. Isolate pancreas transplants were responsible for
having a rate of 10% and pancreas after kidneys of 15% of all
the pancreas transplants made in Brazil. All of them were
made in Sdo Paulo.

A very important recommendation: we should not use the
donors rates per million of the population in cities. This rule
should be taken into consideration in states, regions or
countries. Because in capitals the rate will be invariably higher
the population that really is observed by hospitals in capitals
is bigger than the real population. If we use as aan example
this year and we used this rate that must not be used in
Floriandpolis we would have 63.1 pmp, Porto Alegre 38.5pmp,
Belo Horizonte 36.5 pmp, Fortaleza 32.5 pmp and Séo Paulo
30.3 pmp.

Therefore we should start since the beginning of the year
2010 improve our educations organizational aims that could
enable us to reach our goals and targets.
